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LOCAL RAIL AWARDS 2012
This competition is open to operating companies and organising authorities involved in local rail projects (tram/light rail, metro, regional and suburban rail) and the jury is composed of members of the UITP Light Rail, Metro and Regional and Suburban Railways Committees, which will decide on the relevance, merit and added value of the project.
Successful candidates will be notified by 30 March 2012 and the winners will be announced during the closing session of the 1st UITP Local Rail Summit in Warsaw on 9 May 2012.
The deadline for submission of materials is 29 February 2012.
CATEGORIES
Passengers Matter

Acknowledges excellence, best practice and innovation in customer service within local rail. Examples could be a new initiative that has improved the journey experience for passengers such as improved information, easier access especially for those with reduced mobility, better seating and waiting areas etc. 

Other examples could be providing Wi-Fi access in waiting areas at stations; or initiatives which have encouraged the use of local rail by under-represented groups. Clear evidence that an organization has provided outstanding service and has made a significant difference to the passengers’ experience. 

Stops and stations

Stops and stations are the life nodes of local rail (intermodality, retail businesses, heritage stations, arts, etc.) leading to a higher urban integration and customer satisfaction. This award acknowledges outstanding new or renovation projects for station and stops, with emphasis on design for safety, accessibility, integration and provision of extra services.
Environmental initiative of the year

Environmental benefits and innovations are becoming even more vital to the operations of existing systems and the business cases for future developments. This is the accolade for making your system “greener” by recent implementations of innovative technologies, renovation and maintenance methods, etc.

Best urban integration project

True mobility providers will be rewarded for developing strategic partnerships with other public transport modes, car sharing and bike programmes, parking facilities, information providers, etc.

· Entry is free. Submission of multiple entries by the same company is allowed, provided that each entry is accompanied by separate supporting evidence. It is not possible to submit the same entry in different categories

· The attached form, including an abstract of maximum two pages (in English) explaining the context and stating the main characteristics and conditions of the project. 

· A PPT description of the entry in five slides

· Images illustrating the project – high resolution (300dpi, JPEG format). A minimum of 4 and a maximum of 10 images, with titles/captions. Before/after illustrations are encouraged; at least one current image of the project must be submitted. We recommend that images are submitted on CD via postal mail, with a copy of the entry form
· Company logo in high resolution

· Extra reference material (DVD, brochure, etc) is welcomed but limited to a maximum of four items. Please send only relevant materials specific to the project. General company presentation materials will not be considered

· Successful candidates will be notified by 30 March 2012
